	Listen

· In a minimum of 4 fields anterior and posterior:

· Anterior-3 fingers breadth below the clavical at the midclavicular line, both right and left sides.

                     -6th intercostals space (just below the nipple line) midaxillary, both right and left sides.  

· Posterior-Just medial of the scapula, 3 fingers breadth below the shoulder, both right and left sides.

                      -3 fingers below the scapular bone, both right and left sides.
