	Attach BVM to end of endotracheal tube

· Positions yourself at the patient’s head
	
	
	

	Breathing

· Ventilate patient 10-12 breaths/minute or track unconscious breathing patient’s ventilations.
	
	
	

	Reassess Airway/Ventilations

· Assess tube placement by watching for chest rise.

· Listen for bilateral breath sounds over chest and epigastrium (over the stomach)
· Notify the ALS Provider of any complications
