MORE INFORMATION ON ASSESSMENT AND ORIENTATION
WHAT DO | DO FIRST?
Submit an application to Admissions five (5) days before the test.

CAN | BE EXEMPT FROM ASSESSMENT AND ORIENTATION?
Yes, under certain circumstances if:
1. you already have an AA, AS or higher degree. Yet, if you are enrolling in a class that requires a pre or corequisite tr
you may have completed too long ago (e.g. math recency is 2 years) you will NOT be exempt.
2. you are taking less than six units.

WHAT DO | NEED AT THE ASSESSMENT?
1. Know your social security number.
2. Bring a photo ID.

CAN I WAIVE ASSESSMENT AND ORIENTATION?

Yes, any student may seek a waiver from matriculation services (assessment, orientation, and counseling) by completi
a "Request to Waive Matriculation Services." The form is available in the offices of Admissions, Assessment, Counseling,
the Watsonville Center and Scotts Valley Centers, online, and in SAC 213 (Aptos). Waiving the assessment DOES NOT allc
you to bypass course pre- and corequisites. Waiving orientation and counseling/educational planning will probably decrea:
your knowledge about the college, its services and policies and may result in added time and incorrect selection of need:
classes. If you do waive matriculation services, you can always participate in them at a later date.

Yes, you may retest one time during a six month period. There is a one week waiting period between the initial test and the

retest.

MATH NOTE:

*  Inorder to be placed in the correct math class, we encourage students to take the practice tests before they assess
A short time reviewing the material prior to the test can frequently place students in a higher level class and save
them both time and money.

e Once a student has enrolled in a math class and either received a letter grade for the class or dropped the class wi
a grade of "W," the student MAY NOT retest in order to place into a higher level class.

*  |f a student determines during the first three weeks of class that the class is either too difficult or too easy, it is poss
ble to drop the class and enroll in a different course, if space is available. Moving to a higher level is only possible if
the student reassesses and qualifies for the higher level class BEFORE a "W" grade is received.

ORIENTATION

Attending an orientation will answer many questions about college. College is very different from high school and tl
expectaions around managing your time, balancing your personal and academic life, and financing your education will all |
addressed. The history of the college, how to register and the best ways to transfer to a four year university or pursue a care
will be covered. Many students are undecided about their goals when they begin community college. Orientation will addre
these issues with a group of students who have similar questions and concerns.
