
The Peggy and Jack Baskin Foundation Scholarship seeks bright, highly motivated, underprivileged women attending 
Cabrillo with a strong potential for making a difference, including women who are re-entering the workforce. Students must 
be enrolled for at least one full year at Cabrillo and dedicated to enrolling in and completing a four year college education 
at a UC school. Recipients will receive $20,000—$10,000 for their junior year and $10,000 for their senior year at a 
University of California school.  
 

Eligible applicants must be: 
• A woman 
• A California resident 
• Attending Cabrillo College 
• Eligible for financial aid and not currenty in default on a Title IV student loan 
• A student with a 3.0 GPA or higher 
• Enrolling in a UC school 

 

Timing and Disbursement: 
• December 18: Students must submit an application, personal statement, resume with work/volunteer history, and 

transcripts to Tootie Tzimbal, Financial Aid & Scholarships Office.  
• February 22: Scholarship recipient will be notified if they are selected for the scholarship 
• September 1: Scholarship recipient will provide verification of enrollment in a UC school to the Cabrillo College 

Foundation 831-479-6338. Funds ($10,000 each year for two years) will be disbursed to the student. Students will 
provide brief quarterly progress updates from the UC Financial Aid Office to The Peggy and Jack Baskin 
Foundation.
