From scholarship awards to social justice to tango, the last few weeks have been eventful!

This year’s CAP ceremony was held Thursday, April 19 at the Cabrillo Theatre.   

The ceremony is a good  reminder of why we’re here and the difference we make in the lives of the residents of this community.  CAP provides services to at-risk youth to guide them to college. Fifty new CAP students are selected in the 6th grade each year and inducted into CAP. CAP students receive tutoring, counseling, and parent education, and they participate in other educational activities during their school years from the 6th grade to 12th grade as part of the program. Once they graduate from CAP and enroll at Cabrillo College, CAP students are awarded a $1,000 scholarship plus interest earned from the time they receive the award.  Yolanda Inchauregui, Student Senate president and a former CAP student herself,  is graduating this spring and transferring to San Diego State University. She gave a very motivational speech to the incoming group of 50+ 6th grade CAP participants. 

On Saturday, April  21st, Cabrillo hosted its first Social Justice Conference.  The Social  Justice Conference drew a large crowd of students and faculty, who attended the all day event, listening to panel  presentations and discussing  issues relevant to our times.  Sessions on topics such as homelessness, educational equity, racial discrimination, women and poverty, and the environment captured the attention of over 300 students. The day ended with an inspiring keynote speech by John Laird, who talked of his own personal journey and the discrimination he has overcome in his career.  The planning committee included Adela Najarro,  Teresa Pool, Kristin Wilson and Diego Navarro, among others and received financial support from the English Department, the Anthropology department, the Faculty Senate, the Student Senate,  CCFT, the Cabrillo College Foundation, Pepsi Bottling group, and Pacific Publishing.  
Passport to Buenos Aires was a very fun evening of tango dancing and camaraderie on Friday, April 27.  As a result of discussions on accreditation this past year, a small committee formed to plan an event that would encourage more interaction and communication among the Cabrillo community.  The committee--Zarmina Dastagir, Cheryl Anderson, Skip Epperson, Shawn Houghton, and Rachel Mayo--organized a social get-together in order to start establishing new connections. There were beverages, finger foods, dessert, live music, Tango performances, and tango lessons. I’ve heard rave reviews from many of you who attended.  Thanks go to the committee members for all of their work on this successful event.

Live on R18:
The Datatel system will be unavailable to end users including WebAdvisor and Hawk Talk August 2-5. On August 2-3 Datatel Services will copy and convert our Live account to R18. On August 4-5, Saturday and Sunday, IT Tech will move custom software to the R18 Live account. We plan to be Live on R18 on Monday, August 6.

End User Testing: On the  R18 Implementation Timeline we have indicated that end user testing in R18 will begin May 15. To begin, individual analysts will be working with specific users to test specific processes in R18. In order to test, you will need to be on UI 2.1. The R18 Test account data is current as of April 16.



UI 2.1: The terminal interface will no longer be available after upgrading to UI 2.1. Our goal is to have all users who are leaving for the summer (Counseling & Instruction) trained and using UI 2.1 before they leave. Go Live date for R18 is August 6 and if users need help with UI, now is the time we have set aside to deal with UI training. We would really like to not have UI be an issue as we go Live on R18.

The Cabrillo College Foundation (from Melinda Silverstein)
A recent survey of California Community Colleges suggests that Cabrillo College has the largest Faculty Grants program in the state. Our Faculty Grants Endowment for Student Success is $283K and the Engineering Applied Science Endowment funded by the Becks is $200K for a total endowment of $483K. Adding the $150K from the John Morgan estate Cabrillo has a total 

endowment of $633K to benefit faculty. 
New major gifts in spring 2007:  
John Morgan:  John Morgan was one of the best English instructors to ever grace a classroom at Cabrillo College. His wry sense of humor brought a certain style to the English department and the college. Morgan’s passion for teaching translated to students adoring him and his classes—they were always packed. Not one to boast of his accomplishments or talents, many did not know he was awarded five bronze stars for his service in World War II. Even upon his death, in his inimitable way, he graciously remembered his colleagues and institution by leaving a $150,000 endowment to the college.  John Morgan’s magnanimous gift will establish the John Morgan Faculty Grants Endowment. His generosity will help others for many years to come. Befitting his love of books and reading, his memory will live on in a student study room, named in his honor, 

in the Cabrillo College Robert Swenson Library. 

Barbara Samper:  Barbara Samper has been a successful businesswoman, a loving mom and doting grandmother, so you would never guess she ever struggled to go to college. Upon her recent donation of $26,000 to CAP, Samper spoke to the young CAP students at their annual CAP Academy to show there are people out there rooting for them. She spoke of her difficulties in childhood with dyslexia and being told she was not “college material.” Yet with her determination and the steadfast support of her mother, she graduated from college.  She was also told she could not learn another language because of her dyslexia. In eloquent Spanish, Samper declared “I beat the odds with my dedication and persistence. You can too!” She exhorted the students to persist despite the countless struggles they would face. “I’m counting on you to go to college, to improve the quality of your life and so you too can give a hand to those who need help!” In addition to Samper’s generous gift of $26,000 to CAP, the proceeds of the sale of her beautiful Mediterranean style home in Capitola will fund the Barbara Samper Foundation, which will also help support CAP.

Alice Rink,  The Bookseller of Kabul by Asne Seierstad: A reporter moves in with bookseller Sultan Khan and his extended family. Sultan believes in modernization but retains many traditional customs and insists on obedience from all in his household of thirteen people.
