To assist students in meeting their educational goals and to fulfill the college’s goal of 

offering courses and programs transferable to four-year colleges and universities, the 

Cabrillo College District recognizes the importance of articulation of its courses and 

programs. Moreover, the District acknowledges the importance of articulation with district 

high schools as feeder schools of the college. 

 

It is, therefore, the policy of the college to foster articulation activities with four-year 

colleges and universities and with local high schools. Under the direction of the Office of 

Instruction, course articulation agreements with these institutions will be maintained and 

promoted. Articulation information will be developed by the Articulation Officer, published 

in the college catalog, and distributed to the counseling faculty and to students.
