PRIMATE TRADING CARDS
INSTRUCTIONS: You are to make a set of "Trading Cards" (a lá Pokémon or baseball cards). Your "players" will be various species of non-human primates. On the back of a trading card are the "stats" (or statistics, i.e., vital information) for that species; the front side contains a picture of the "player" and the player's name.

For the front, find a photograph or drawing of the primate to paste on the card (try any physical anthropology textbook and/or the Internet). You may choose to draw the picture yourself or you might want to cut and paste instead. Don't forget to include the name of that primate (both its genus and species name, as well as its common name). Also, make sure your name appears in the lower left corner on ALL of your trading cards.

For the reverse, include the following stats:

1. SIZE. Give adult male and female weights and heights.

2. LIFESPAN (note if one sex lives longer than the other)

3. GEOGRAPHICAL DISTRIBUTION. State in what part of the world these primates are found. Be as specific as possible.

4. HABITAT. Be as specific as possible.

5. DIET. List the primary food resources for these primates.

6. SOCIAL STRUCTURE. State the type of social organization typical of the species.

7. PRIMARY MODE OF LOCOMOTION (how does this primate generally move about).

8. An interesting "FACTOID" about that primate; you choose what you include here, but it is helpful to choose a fact that tells you something important about that primate.

The trading cards are to be made from standard 4 x 6 inch blank white index cards -- NO EXCEPTIONS!

THE PLAYERS (i.e., the primates)

The primate order includes approximately 200 living species. Out of that 200 species you are to select a total of 15 species for which you will make trading cards. NOW PAY ATTENTION:

· You may select ONLY Three APE SPECIES for which you'll make a trading card. Which ape species you select is up to you. 

· You are to select ONLY Three SPECIES OF PROSIMIANS for which you'll make a trading card. Which prosimian species you select is up to you. 

· You are to select ONLY Three SPECIES OF AMERICAN MONKEYS for which you'll make a trading card. Which monkey species you select is up to you. 

· You are to select ONLY Three SPECIES OF AFRICAN MONKEYS for which you'll make a trading card. Which monkey species you select is up to you. 

· You are to select ONLY Three SPECIES OF ASIAN MONKEYS for which you'll make a trading card. Which monkey species you select is up to you.

Now, if you don't know what an ape or prosimian is, or how to tell an American monkey from those monkeys of African and/or Asia, consult you textbook. Your textbook also mentions several representative species of the 5 "types" you'll be researching.

So, you ask, where can one find out about ALL the primates. Well, there are tons of good books in our school's library. But a shortcut to the info can be found at the following web site:

	SIZE. This is a sexually dimorphic species. Adult females are almost always twice the size of males. Adult weight: 200 kilograms (F) / 100 kilograms (M)

LIFESPAN. Approximately 250 years in the wild.

GEOGRAPHICAL DISTRIBUTION. Throughout Antarctica.

HABITAT. Glaciers and ice floes. 

DIET. Primarily snow, some lichen.

SOCIAL STRUCTURE. Bands of only females / bands of only males. Females and males come together once a century for mating.

MODE OF LOCOMOTION. Usually bipedal, though they can drop to all fours are run swiftly across the ice.

FACTOID. The males have bright blue noses and genitals; the females have scarlet noses and genitals. Both males and females have scarlet red stripes on their chests, palms, and soles of their feet.

Leakeys have been known to hunt down and try and buy iPods from humans.
