How to Learn Math Online

The MyMathLab site offers many resources to learn the material. To learn the material thoroughly
and perform well on the exams use as many of the resources as possible. You might find some of
the resources more useful than others so be sure to explore them all at least once.

Steps
Click on the Online Textbook link. Follow the links until you have opened the section you want to
work on. Click on the chapter section you want to work on. You will see the following:

@ A, Open the myltimedia textbogk section to access video clips, animations, and practice exercises
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For each section you should:

I Watch the lectures available to you!
I might have written one for that particular section. If I did it will be titled “Gabby’s
Lecture”. There is one video lecture for each section provided by MyMathLab. This video
shows an instructor explaining the material covered in that section and working out some
examples. Take notes while watching the lectur€kere is also a Power Point presentation
for each section. You can access these via the Multimedia Library. It is probably best to
save the PowerPoint files to your computer so you can access them even when you are not
in Coursecompass.

I Read the textbook
The Multimedia Textbook Section is the online textbook pages that explain the material for
that section; this is the equivalent of reading a hardcopy version of the textbook except the
online textbook includes some videos and “You Try It” examples. As with the lectures take
notes as you read the book.

I Do the homework
It is probably best to start with the Online Homework. Click on the Online Homework link
that is listed in each chapter or on the Online Homework link on the left hand side of the
homepage screen. If you don’t know how to do a particular problem, then click on the
“Textbook Pages” resource and read the online textbook for that lesson again. You can also
use the other resources on that screen- “Help Me Solve This” and “View an Example”.
These are fabulous resources so do make use of them!



The Multimedia Textbook Exercise Set is where you will find the written homework
problems that are listed in the Homework Cover Sheet. The Homework Cover Sheet can be
found under the Exam Info link. Be sure to read the Homework Policy before starting
the homework. The solutions to the odd-numbered problems are available in the Student
Solution Manual which can be viewed by clicking on the Online Textbook link. The manual
is listed above the Chapter 1 link.

OPTIONAL (If you need more practice and have the time):
Tracked Tutorial Exercises. You will see a screen like the one for the online homework
problems. The score you get in the Tracked Tutorial Exercises does not count toward your
class grade.
